If a licence holder is aggrieved by the decision of the Waste Disposal Authority in granting a Licence subject to
conditions he may appeal to the Secretary of State in accordance with section 10 of the Control of Pollution Act
1974, Appeals must be notified within six months of the date of this notice to The Planning Inspectorate, Room
10/13, Tollgate House, Houlton Street, Bristol, BS2 9DJ. The Secretary of State has power to allow a longer period
for the giving of notice of an appeal but will not normally be prepared to exercise this power unless there are special
circumstances which excuse the delay in giving notice of an appeal.

NB-  The issue of this licence under the provisions of Part I of the Control of Pollution Act 1974 in no way
lessens the need of the licence holder to comply with other legislation and any statutory obligations which
rest on him thereunder, in particular the Health and Safety at Work, etc Act 1974, The Radioactive
Substances Act 1960, and any legislation relating Lo planning, water protection and environmental health.

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ACTIVITIES

ACTIVITIES

This licence authorises the following activities only:
the disposal of waste by landfill at the site.
LICENSED AREA

The deposit of waste shall be restricted to the licensed area, which is the area of land outlined in red on
drawing number ASC/93/55/5 attached.

ACCEPTABLE WASTES
Wastes &eposited shall be restricted to the types and quantities listed below:

uncontaminated soils, clay, hardcore, brickwork, stone and concrete. The total input of these wastes
deposited in any year { Ist April to 31st March ) shall not exceed 75,000 tonnes.

WORKING PLAN

CHANGES TO THE WORKING PLAN

Where a licence condition refers to an element in the working plan, then, unless the condition states
otherwise, that element shall not be changed until prior written approval of such change has been given by
this Authority. In any case, the licensee must give thxs Authority at least 21 days notice of any proposed
alterations to the working plan.

NOTE: Should the licensee disagree with this Authority regarding a proposed amendment to the working
plan, he is advised to apply to this Authority for a modification of the Waste Management Licence.
If this is rqfused by the Authority it will then be open to the licensee to appeal to the Secretary of
State.

SCHEMES

Works specified by schemes, submitted and approved in accordance with this licence, shall be completed in
accordance with those schemes. Approved schemes shall be deemed to be part of the working plan and shall
not be changed without the prior written approval of this Authority.

ADMINISTRATION

COMMENCEMENT OF OPERATIONS

At least 14, but not more than 30, days notice shall be given in writing to this Authority before waste
disposal commences.

CESSATION OF OPERATIONS
At least 14 days notice shall be given to this authority of:

a) any proposal to cease normal operations for more than one month; and
b) re - starting normal operations after 3.3a) above.

Included in the diary shall be a record of the start and finish
of construction works and certification; start and finish of waste management processes carried out on site;
plant maintenance and breakdowns; emergencies; problems with waste received, and action taken; sampling
exercises; site inspections, their findings, and the remedial responses; dispatch of records; weather,
including severe conditions; and environmental problems and remedial actions.
The site diary shall be made available for inspection by this Authority on request.

SITE OFFICE AND INSPECTION AREA -

There shall be a control office and inspection area on site, provided in accordance with the working plan,
suitable for the processing of documentation, and the inspection of all delivered waste.

The following shall be provided and maintained in the site office:

a) a working tslephone and (unless an alternative arrangement is approved by this Authority)
radio communication with the operative at the working face;
b) fire fighting equipment provided in accordance with the working plan;
c) a current copy of this licence and the working plan; and
d) suitable first aid equipment.
SITE SECURITY

Gates and fencing shall be provided and maintained according to the working plan so as to prevent
unauthorised access. The gates shall be kept locked shut when the site is unsupervised.

FUEL STORAGE

Fuel storage tanks shall be bunded so as to intercept spillage. The bund shall be impervious and have a
capacity not less than 110% of the tank it surrounds. The bunded area shall be emptied as necessary so as to
maintain an available capacity graater than 105% of the tank that it surrounds and a means of identifying
this minimum available capacity shall be provided. There shall be no bund drainage outlets. All inlets,
outlets, vent pipes and gauges must be within the bunded area.
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PRIMARY SITE ROAD

A primary site road shall be provided and maintained, from the site entrance to the site control office, in
accordance with the working plan.

SECONDARY SITE ROADS

Secondary site roads and associated drainage shall be provided as shown on the working plan. Such roads
shall be extended as required and maintained so that: '

a) material is not carried onto the public highway on the wheels of vehicles;

b) standing surface water bedies do not develop; and

c) emergency vehicles (Fire, Police and Ambulance) have easy access to the working face at
all times.

NOTE: Drainage discharge to:

i) surface waters may require the permission of the National Rivers Awthority; or
if) sewer will require permission of Anglian Water Services.

This Authority will require proof of such permission(s).
WHEEL CLEANING
In accordance with the working plan wheel cleaning equipment shall be provided and:
a) maintained in good working order; and

b) used as necessary by vehicles [eaving the site to ensure that material is not carried out of
the site on their wheels.

Further action shall be taken as necessary to ensure that material is not carried out of the site on the wheels

of vehicles.

PROHIBITED WORKS

- No civil or structural engineering works shall be undertaken without the prior approval of this Authonity,

except insofar as these are necessary in an emergency when notice shall be given to this Authority at the
earliest opportunity.
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OPERATIONS: GENERAL

5.1 STAFFING

The minimum staffing complement, at any time during the working day, and the technical competence of
those staff shall be agreed by the licensee and this Authority and confirmed in writing (see condition 3.3).

Activities under this licence shall only take place in the presence of a sufficient number of appropriately
trained staff to ensure that the relevant conditions are complied with.

5.2 HOURS OF OPERATION

Waste shall only be accepted for disposal during the following hours unless written approval has been given
by this Authority for each specific deposit.

2) Monday to Friday: 07:00 - 18:00
b) Saturday: 07:00 - 13:00

Other operations relating to waste disposal, other than environmental monitoring and control, shall only
take place during the following hours unless, for specific occasions, written approval has been given by this

Authority.
a) Monday to Friday: 07:00 - 18:00
b) Saturday: 07:00 - 13:00

There shall be no operations relating to waste disposal, other than environmental monitoring and control, on
Bank or Public (England) Holidays.

53 LIGHTING
Condition 5.2 (hours of operation) notwithstanding, no activities relating to waste disposal, other than
environmental monitoring and control, shall take place during the hours of darkness unless adequate lighting

is provided and in use in accordance with the working plan.

5.4 TIDINESS

Loose or uncovered waste material anywhere but at the current working face shall be gathered, and properly
disposed of, as required to keep the site tidy. In any case such material shall be cleared each Friday.

5.5 EXCAVATION OF WASTE

Wastes once deposited and covered in accordance with condition 6.6 (Waste covering) shall not be
excavated, disturbed or picked over except with the written permission of this Authority.

5.6 DUST CONTROL

In dry weather site roads, and any other areas used by vehicles, shall be sprayed with water as and when
required to prevent airborne dust,

5.7 PEST CONTROL

ffﬁ‘& Precautions shall be taken to prevent, and sufficient action taken to terminate the breeding or harbouring of
pests (including insect pests) or vermin on the site,

5.8 FIRE
No materials shall be burned within the boundaries of the site, other than the burning of landfill gas in

accordance with other provisions of this licence. A fire at the site shall be treated as an emergency and
immediate action taken to extinguish it. Qutbreaks of fire shall be reported forthwith to this Authority.

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SKIP STORAGE

Skips, unless used in accordance with condition 6.11 {material salvage) shall only be left on the site if
demounted, upright and empty and located in accordance with the working plan.

ODOUR

' Daily inspections shall be made at the site perimeter to establish whether or not there is a smell nuisance

off-site. In the event of a smell nuisance occurring, abatement measures shall be taken in accordance with
the working plan.

Written records shall be kept of the inspections and any actions taken as a result of these inspections. The

_records shall be made available for inspection by this Authority at all reasonable times.

NOISE

Daily inspections shall be made during normal working periods at the site perimeter to establish whether or
not there is a noise mutisance off-site. In the event of a noise nuisance occurring, abatement measures shall be
taken in accordance with the working plan.

Written records shall be kept of the inspections and any actions taken as a result of these inspections. The
records shall be made available for inspection by this Authority at all reasonable times.

WASTE DISPOSAL: SOLID WASTE

WASTE INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

In accordance with the working plan all wastes delivered to the site shall be inspected on arrival for
suitability regarding waste type and quantity.

No vehicies delivering waste shall be permitted to leave the site until the acceptability of the full load has
been confirmed. :

UNACCEPTABLE WASTE

Any waste that is found to be unacceptable, or the acceptability of which cannot be assessed, shall there and
then be loaded back onto the waste delivery vehicle.

Should this be impractical this Authority shall be contacted immediately and no further action shall be taken
{(except for immediate safety reasons) except as it directs.

DISPOSAL POINTS

Except with the written approval of this Authority only one working face shall exist, and waste shall be
deposited at that face only, other than when storing material for salvage or reuse in accordance with
condition 6.11({material salvage).

WORKING FACE
The working face shall be no more than 2 metres deep and no more than 25 metres wide.
WASTE LAYERING

Solid waste shall be incorporated into the working face by a vehicle which shall spread and compact the
waste into layers as soon as possible after deposit, and in any case by the end of the working day.

WASTE COVERING

Waste not comprising soils shall be covered progressively with cover materials throughout each day so that
by the end of the working day all waste shall be covered by not less than 100 mum of cover material.
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LARGE OR HOLLOY OBJECTS

All hollow objects and large articles likely to cause voids shall be crushed or broken up before incorporation
into the working face. '

LAYING TO A FALL

Each layer of waste and cover shall be laid evenly and to sufficient fall to prevent surface water ponding.

COMPACTION EQUIPMENT

In accordance with the working plan an appropriate mobile machine shall:

a) be used for compacting and layering the waste;
b) be maintained in good working order; and
c) carry a copy of those parts of the licence, working plan and any other documents the

machine driver may need to refer to in the course of his functions.

EQUIPMENT FAILURE

Should the machine required under condition 6.9 {compaction equipment) for any reason become
unserviceable, its repair or arrangements for replacement must be put in hand immediately and only cover
material shall be unloaded at the site until a serviceable machine is available.

If there is reason to believe that no serviceable machine will be available at the site, for either:

a) more than 3 hours; or
b) the rest of the normal working day,

whichever is shorter, then no more vehicles shall be permitted to unload waste at the site until either the
initial machine is repaired or a serviceable replacement arrives. .

MATERIAL SALVAGE
Material for salvage or reuse shall be stored in a tidy manner, in accordance with the working plan.

All scrap metals for salvage or reuse shall be placed in skips, or other suitable containers by the end of the
working day. '

STABILITY

The landfill shall be designed and constructed in such a manner and to such profiles as will prevent slippage
of the deposited materials.

LANDFILL GAS

BACKGROUND MONITORING SCHEME
Waste disposal shall not begin until:

a) this Authority has approved a scheme of near-surface background monitoring to establish
whether other significant sources of methane or carbon dioxide exist within 100 metres ol
the proposed landfill; and

b) works specified in the above scheme have been completed and the results submitted to this
" Authority.

Should a specified trigger level be exceeded whilst background monitoring in accordance with the above
then the resultant action taken or proposed and the implications regarding existing landfill proposals (cause
shall be investigated and a report submitted to this Authority detailing the investigation and 1nclud1ng
amendments to the working plan).
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7.2 MONITORING IN THE WASTE

Unless an alternative scheme is approved by this Authority the licence holder shall carry out a gas
monitoring survey every six months, This shall commence three months after the first date of waste
deposition and will ensure that: '

a) the entire landfilled area is surveyed, with gas sampling taking place from holes driven at
Jeast 0.5 metres into the waste, with spacing between the holes being 50 metres or less;
and '

b) each sample is analysed for methane, oxygen and carbon dioxide using methods and

equipment approved by this Authority.
The results of each survey shall be imhediately forwarded, in the form of a report, to this Authority.
7.3 ACTION IF GAS FOUND IN THE WASTE

Should any specified trigger level be attained in any sample taken in pursuance of condition 7.2 (monitoring
in the waste) then, in consultation with this Authority, the licensee shall immediately;

a) cause an investigation to be carried out sufficient to establish the cause and extent of the
elevated levels, and forward the results to this Authority forthwith; ‘

b) take remedial measures sufficient to eliminate further gas generation or migration; and

c) increase the frequency of monitoring in the waste to weekly until works under b) above
have been satisfactorily completed.

7.4 TRIGGER LEVELS

Unless otherwise agreed in writing by this Authority (e.g. as a result of background monitoring) the
Specified Trigger Levels for the purposes of this licence shall be:

Methane greater than or equal to 1.0% v/v
Carbon Dioxide greater than or equal to 1.5% v/v

NOTE: Ifany of these levels are attained in any sample then the specified trigger level has been
attained, and methane and carbon dioxide detected during monitoring shall be assumed to

derive from the site unless the alternative can be demonstrated to the satisfaction of this
Authority.

7.5 DATA HANDLING

Landfill gas monitoring reports required under this licence shall include details of the following:

a) site name and date of sampling;

b)  precise location of sampling point;

c) prevailing weather conditions at time of sampling;

d) name of person undertaking sampling;

€) monitoring equipment used;

) results;

£) all relevant additional comments and observations; and

h) assessment of the results.
7.6 EQUIPMENT

Equipment and plant nsed for landfill gas monitoring and control shall be maintained and used in strict
accordance with the manufacturers instructions and advice.

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GROUNDWATER AND SURFACE WATER PROTECTION

LEACHATE DETECTION

Once waste disposal has begun the site shall be inspected weekly for signs of leachate. Any such indication
shall be reported forthwith to this Authority.

LEACHATE CONTROL

Should leachate be generated on site then the licensee, in consultation with this Authority, shall forthwith:

a) collect and dispose of such leachate;

b) cause an investigation to be carried out sufficient to establish the cause and to establish the
level and extent of resultant surface and groundwater pollution; and

c) take remedial measures sufficient to eliminate further leachate generation.

SURFACE WATER AND GROUNDWATER FLOWS

Waste disposal shall not begin until an approved scheme has been submitted to this Authority describing the

_design, construction and timetable for installation of measures sufficient to ensure that surface water and

land drainage water in surrounding land is not adversely affected by the activities authorised in this licence

GROUNDWATER BOREHOLES

Three groundwater monitoring boreholes shall be emplaced around the site at locations agreed in writing by
this Authority. Details of the proposed construction and depths must be forwarded to this Authority for
approval.

GROUNDWATER MONITORING

Quarterly sampling and analysis of groundwater from the boreholes emplaced under condition 8.4 shall be
undertaken. The analysis of the samples to include the following parameters: '

1) water level to Ordnance datum taken immediately prior to sampling;
i1} pH;

iit) electrical conductivity;

iv) chloride;

V) ammoniacal nitrogen;

vii) dissolved oxygen , and

viii) temperature. .
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PROGRESSIVE SITE RESTORATION

FINAL METRE

No material or object that is incompatible with subsequent cultivation shall be present within one metre of
the final restoration soil surface, and this metre shall be subject to minimal compaction.

FINAL LEVELS

No part of the site shall be raised to within one metre of the agreed pre-settlement top of waste contour
levels until such levels, for that part of the site, have been established and sufficiently indicated so as to

allow accurate placing of the layers of covering material.

SETTLEMENT/REMAINING VOID SPACE

In accordance with the working plan an annual survey shall be undertaken to establish:

a) the surface levels to Ordnance datum of completed and current working areas; and
b) the volume of the void space remaining for the deposit of waste within the current licensed
area. -

This volume shall be reported in the st January to 31st March waste return as provided in Appendix D.
